Summary in English

Subject 1: Approval of the 2026 Budget

The President took the floor and presented the proposed budget for the year 2026,
analyzing the individual appropriations in their entirety. He stated that 2026 is a year
in which the Foundation should maintain the interventions it has made to date and
expand them, particularly toward vulnerable social groups, with increased activity in
order to fulfill the wishes of the Benefactor. Detailed figures are set out in the tables
attached to these minutes.

Subsequently, the Secretary of the Foundation, Giorgos Palamiotis, took the floor
and noted the following:

The 2026 budget comes at a critical turning point for the Foundation’s course. The
lessons from the previous period show that we must focus more on the individual, as
the Benefactor defines, and invest in the human factor, so that, in this way, we may
alleviate human suffering, to the extent that the Foundation can do so—bearing in
mind that it cannot substitute for any national policies—and, above all, that the
Foundation may serve as the pillar for those who are in absolute need, since the
crisis for our country and our village has not been overcome, demographic shrinkage
continues, and we are trying by every means to respond, in our own measure and in
our own ways, always within the bounds of legality, in accordance with Greek law,
and with the will of the Benefactor, as this is specified and determined by the
managing bank.

Because in 2025 we invested the Foundation’s resources in those who are in need,
alleviating human suffering by covering health and nursing expenses for those who
did not have the ability even to pay their own co-payment—uninsured persons, the
infirm, the elderly, and persons with disabilities. In many cases we covered the co-
payment for medicines, and what anyone can easily ascertain is that this quantitative

framework of interventions is continuously expanding. To give a clear indication,
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these are not huge sums. We are talking about a monthly contribution toward
medicines ranging from €30 to €90 per case, where the residents of the village
themselves are unable to pay; and if they did not have the Foundation’s assistance,
they would discontinue their medication, with all that this implies for their health.
We therefore feel the need for this to be a clear direction, together with the other
established actions that we have served over time, through an unimpeachable and
objective manner, as defined by the regulatory provisions approved since 2007,
especially as regards financial assistance to pupils, students, postgraduate and
doctoral candidates. However, due to the demographic crisis, the number of those in
education is continuously decreasing, and we have observed this over the last four or
five years.

Thus, we feel the need, because education is not only formal education, but also an
educational process through seminars or workshops that can broaden horizons for
the village’s productive capacity. We therefore believe that through educational
programs we will be able to support productive age groups in fields related to the
village—whether in the agricultural or livestock sector, or even in other professions.
In this way, with limited funds, we want to broaden the concept of education by
offering opportunities, information, and knowledge even to the people who produce
and live permanently in the village and would like to benefit from something like
this. We are therefore planning, for the next period, interventions of this kind in
combination with all other interventions, as this budget seeks to respond realistically
to the requests that accumulate, while respecting the wishes of the Benefactor.

As regards what is primary in this case: support for education, support for individuals
affected by the economic crisis in our country, and, of course, programs to support
pupils/students and preventive medicine programs.

Since 2023 we have already promoted new actions which clearly are beginning to
yield results, with the main aim of strengthening children’s education, supporting
older age groups, since pensions are limited, and, in any case, serving as a pillar in
the village’s social footprint. We continue and expand these actions.

In 2026 we also continue the actions that began in previous years and relate to

newborn children—namely, support for mothers who remain permanently in the
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village. Let us recall that for each newborn child, €3,000 is paid as financial assistance
at birth, and for the next two (2) years €1,500 is paid for each year.

Indicatively, we note that for 2026, in addition to the €3,000 that will be granted as
financial assistance to children born during 2026, the second installment of €1,500
will be paid for those born in 2025, and the third installment of €1,500 for children
born in 2023 and 2024.

And in 2026, according to the budget, the Foundation is ready to intervene in cases
where a serious financial problem arises, at the margins of poverty, and to continue
in an organized and transparent manner to provide additional assistance either in
food, medicines, or coverage of other needs, so that, particularly with regard to
infants and the elderly, there will be no problem in the village. All this with absolute
respect for the dignity of each of our people.

As regards educational needs, we continue our tried and successful policies since
2007, on the basis of the regulations approved since 2007 and on the basis of specific
decisions. Thus, in a transparent manner, we continue in 2026 to support pupils,
students, and the other educational purposes of the village. We continue to provide
support to the village’s schools and infrastructure so that the village’s children will
not be deprived of anything.

At the same time, since last September we have supported the creation of groups
with the village’s cultural organizations, such as dance groups, and we are planning,
in the year we are in as well as in the following years, to intervene in matters related
to traditional costumes needed by the cultural organizations, as well as to provide
assistance for activities that are organized and relate to the collection of folkloric
material and the creation of a folkloric museum in the village, where the actions and
ways of life of the people of the village in past centuries will be recorded over time,
to the extent that such material exists.

We are trying, without incurring expenses, to collect photographic or other material
from various archives in order to record the village’s and its people’s diachronic
course, while at the same time we are exploring the possibility of collecting the
elements needed to highlight the imprint of Efstathios Xezonatos—from the years he
lived in the village to the years he was in America and up to his death—through

various items we are trying to discover, whether old contracts, information from the
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place where he lived in America, or other documents related to the Foundation’s
present form, legal proceedings that occurred in the interim, and a range of such
matters or publications referring to the Foundation’s operation, the Foundation’s
contribution, the person of the Benefactor, Efstathios Xezonatos; and, in any case,
any element that has lasting value and to which future residents of the village will be
able to refer.

We know that this is a very difficult subject and cannot be implemented within one
year, but requires a long-term effort to collect this material so that, in some way—
possibly online—it can become known to both current and future residents of the
village. Here, of course, | should note that all this is not only the effort of one Board
of Directors; it is also the effort of other people who, at no cost and without
remuneration—i.e., without expenses—contribute to this effort, which we want to
broaden and expand, mainly through voluntary contribution.

As regards religious purposes, the Foundation has been a pillar in the past, as it
undertook the cost of procuring materials for the renovation of the roof of the
Church of Saint Panteleimon, an expense that reached €10,000. Under the same
perspective, and based on the decisions taken in 2025, the Foundation plans in
2026—something that is provided for in the budget—to intervene through the
procurement of materials so that the most historic church of the village, Saint
Athanasios, which is the church in the cemetery, can be maintained.

Thus, in accordance with the decisions of the Board of Directors and in cooperation
with the ecclesiastical committee, during 2026 materials will be procured for the
replacement of the roof, in accordance with the engineers’ instructions, which have
been adopted by the Board of Directors.

In conclusion, the Foundation was and will remain in 2026 an absolute pillar for
every person who needed it, through close cooperation among the members of the
Board of Directors together with the village community and the relevant bodies. At
the same time, in an organized manner, with planning and study, it continues to roll
out actions considered necessary for the village’s residents, always in combination
with the objectives and purposes of the Foundation and the will of the Benefactor,

as these have at least been specified to date.
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To the extent possible, the Foundation seeks to specify actions that fall within the
Benefactor’s will, but under a modern approach, addressing basic issues of poverty,
health, education, and religious purposes, as specified—those described by our
Benefactor, Steven Zonas.

It is clear that we proceed through an unimpeachable, transparent system for
managing resources, where everyone had a clear view, and indeed this system has,
in an objective manner, consolidated the correctness of the Foundation’s
management, as it has now moved away from past entanglements. Moreover,
inspections by the competent authorities have confirmed this. What we want to
note is that we are now also putting in order any bureaucratic matters.

It is well known that the electronic submission of the relevant requests has greatly
facilitated their processing, as well as the speeds required, and we are planning in
2026 a new, modern system for the electronic management of all the Foundation’s
actions, so that all the Foundation’s actions are recorded better and more
effectively, for greater transparency and greater oversight.

As regards the remaining interventions, we are trying to activate mainly European
programs that will have no cost for the Foundation. On the contrary, the Foundation
will be able to coordinate all this action and continuously provide services to
residents, especially in the medical-social field, but also in addressing the
demographic issue, with interventions related to the social fabric of the village, as
this is expressed either by the community and the community council or by the
associations/bodies.

We are in an expanded dialogue to see how we can help in this direction, so that the
kindergarten and primary school are strengthened with pupils, and the village with
permanent residents of younger ages. This is an issue that is a broader concern. The
Foundation has declared itself present in this dialogue and has defined its own
contribution on the basis of a specific plan that may emerge. We believe that
through this dialogue there must be a social agreement in which all the village’s
bodies will participate. Initiatives should be undertaken by the community council
and the educational community, parents and guardians, and, in a supportive role,
the Foundation will be able to help within the scope of what is possible and within

the outline of its capacities, as defined by the will. We consider that the dialogue
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must be much deeper, as any undertaking must certainly have social consensus and
acceptance for the demographic renewal of the existing population.

Finally, it is worth noting that cooperation at the community level is very good. The
dialogue with the community’s institutional representatives—namely, the
community council and the associations—is uninterrupted, as is the cooperation
with the Foundation’s supervisor, Mr. Christos Troumboulas, since we ensure that
everyone has full information on all matters even before they are planned and
implemented. We truly wish to thank from this position the Foundation’s supervisor,
Mr. Christos Troumboulas, for his contribution and for the time he dedicates, and it
is, of course, self-evident that in 2026 we will proceed along the same lines.

Finally, we feel the need to thank the staff of PNC Bank for their understanding and
for their own effort to enable the Foundation to stand on its feet and operate within
a policy of consensus, addressing real problems, and for the assistance they provide
in implementing the objectives that Steven Zonas has set out in his wills, through
their efforts to increase the financial amounts that will reach the village of Mexiates
for the benefit of the Foundation’s actions and the village’s residents.

In light of the above, we submit the 2026 budget for approval, as it is reflected in its

figures as well as in the explanatory report.
