SUBJECT 1: Approval of the 2025 Financial Report

The Secretary of the Foundation, George Palamiotis, taking the floor to present
the data, stated, among other things:

“2025, particularly with regard to the endowment, is, in our view, an important
year, as throughout this period we have made efforts to expand our social initiatives,
always placing people at the center, and to give particular attention to those who are
in greater need.

Overall, during 2025, we received on behalf of the Foundation, from PNC Bank
as well as from various account interests, a total of slightly less than €96,000. However,
within the same year, following decisions by the Foundation’s administration, we

proceeded with efforts to address major social needs. Thus, during this year, a total of



slightly less than €148,000 was spent on all Foundation activities. These amounts
include all expenses incurred by the Foundation.

Observing a decline in the number of young people in the village, as well as a
significant decrease in enrollment at the elementary school, we placed greater
emphasis on supporting individuals in need, without overlooking any of the
Foundation’s purposes.

For example, financial assistance to students and university students continued,
as has traditionally been the case since 2007, in accordance with the applicable
regulations. This is considered an important effort in support of education. In total, we
allocated slightly less than €68,000 for this purpose. It should be noted that in previous
years these expenses were significantly higher, as there were more applicants meeting
the eligibility criteria.

Regarding educational purposes, all requests submitted by the elementary
school and kindergarten were fully satisfied. We supplied and delivered everything that
was requested. Furthermore, we expanded these initiatives by enabling students to
broaden their horizons through various educational visits, covering their transportation
costs. This is an initiative we continue to support.

Great emphasis was placed on the human factor, as dozens of our fellow
villagers face serious financial difficulties, to the extent that, in some cases, they are
unable to afford even basic medical care. It is noteworthy that the Foundation’s Board
of Directors decided to intervene in this area and, in cases evaluated according to
established criteria, assumed responsibility for covering the patient’s co-payment in
medical and pharmaceutical care.

This means that while the insurance fund covers the majority of expenses, the
Foundation intervenes by covering the co-payment, based on invoices issued to the
Foundation. In this way, we provided relief to several individuals who were in need and
who had accumulated debts at pharmacies, to the point where pharmacists were
threatening to discontinue the provision of medication.

This is a targeted policy that will continue in the coming years, as we observe a
significant need and recognize that the Foundation must stand by those who are unable

to cope with life under current conditions.



In this way, the Foundation serves as a pillar of human support, as regardless of
whether the amounts are large or small—there were, for example, debts as low as €100
or monthly expenses of €14 or €30—these amounts, cumulatively, make a meaningful
difference. Through the Foundation’s intervention, we help restore dignity and bring
relief to these individuals.

The Foundation also intervened in difficult cases, covering co-payments for
hospitalization, even in intensive care units, paying amounts beyond what insurance
funds cover. It is particularly encouraging that we have seen individuals who were
facing severe existential difficulties begin to regain hope.

In addition, the Foundation continued its support for newborns, granting
€3,000 for those born in 2025, as well as the second installment of €1,500 for newborns
of previous years.

The Foundation also sought to alleviate needs by providing food and heating
materials, such as oil or firewood, to individuals evaluated based on specific criteria.
These same individuals, along with some additional cases, also received food assistance
during critical periods of the year, which, according to the administration’s assessment,
has been positively received.

With regard to religious purposes, the Foundation addressed needs submitted
by the church council and covered them in full. At the same time, we planned the
reconstruction of the roof of Saint Athanasios Church at the cemetery. Although the
works were not carried out in 2025, despite our intention, they have been fully planned,
necessary decisions have been made, and we expect work to begin after Easter, as
weather conditions improve, in order to preserve one of the oldest religious buildings
in the area.

The roof, which is over 70 years old, presents structural issues. The Board of
Directors has approved all relevant decisions, and we are ready to proceed, with the
Foundation fully covering both materials and construction, in accordance with the
recommendations of qualified engineers. The relevant technical report has already
been approved, and the goal is to complete the project by the summer of 2026.

It should also be noted that throughout this period, the Board of Directors
maintained an active presence, seeking out cases of human need within the village,

including individuals who, for reasons of personal dignity, did not approach the



Foundation. We continue this effort and believe that in this area the Foundation must
serve as a key pillar of support.

Furthermore, the electronic management of requests has enabled us to have a
clear and up-to-date overview at all times. The Foundation’s administration has
decided to expand this framework so that all requests will soon be submitted through
a dedicated platform, with assistance from individuals familiar with the system.

This system has already proven effective, particularly in managing financial aid
for students and other educational needs. Our goal is for the new, more efficient
platform to be fully operational by the summer of 2026, allowing for comprehensive
digital management of all requests, with full documentation and responses.

It is an ambitious undertaking, but we believe it is necessary to move in this
direction.

| would also like to note something we have been repeating for four years: we
have tried to establish rules, to confront differing views, but always with a clear
objective—to serve the Foundation’s purposes as outlined in the will and as guided by
the managing bank, PNC Bank.

For the Foundation to have continuity, individuals must be trained, acquire
knowledge, and be able to manage it in the future without the difficulties of the past.
There are people in the village who could learn about the Foundation, but
unfortunately we do not see the necessary willingness. | feel obliged to repeat this
appeal, hoping for a better response.

From this position, | would like to thank not only the members of the
Foundation, but also the members of the ecclesiastical community and the Church, as
well as the community council for their support on difficult matters.

| would especially like to thank the Foundation’s supervisor, Christos
Trouboulas, whose active presence throughout this period has contributed not only to
the development of initiatives, but above all to orienting the Foundation toward
people, through meaningful interventions. | sincerely thank him.

With these thoughts and considerations, | propose that the 2025 financial
